On January 28, 2008, the Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA)
Board of Directors approved the lrvine Business Complex (IBC) Sidewalk
Improvements project for funding through the Transporiation Development Act
(TDA) program. The total cost for this project is $360,822. The TDA program
aweard is $248,967 and the city has committed 31% match fo fully fund the
project.

Now that the local project selection process is complete, OCTA will work with
your agency to complete the additional review and approvals necessary o
access these funds. The next steps are:

1) Proposed projects must be amended into the Regional Transportation
Improvement Program (RTIP) (OCTA Lead).

2). Califonia Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and right-of-way
certification must be completed {Agency Lead).

IRVINE APPROVING THE GRANT APPLICATIONS FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2008-06
TRANSPORTATION PLANNING GRANTS

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

In November 2007, Caltrans issued a call for projects under the Fiscal Year 2008-08
Transportation Planning Grant Program.

Based on eligibility requirements, staff is recommending that projects be submitted
under the Community-Based Transportation Planning (CBTP) Grant Category. The
CBTP program aliocates funds for projects that encourage community involvement and
partnership in support of sustainable community concepts with a transportation
objective and promote community identity and quality of life. A City Council Resolution
is required as part of the grant application submittal.

STATEMENT OF THE |SSUE:

History:

in November 2007, Caltrans issued a call for projects for the Fiscal Year 2008-09
Transportation Planning Grants program. A total of $9.5 million is available statewide. A
maximum of $300,000 is available to each applicant for the Community-Based
Transportation Planning grant.

Analysis/Discussion:
Staff proposes the following projects for submittal:

1. lrvine Spectrum Off-Street Bikeway Planning Study: This project is a planning study
and environmenial clearance for a new Class |, off-sfreet bikeway between Irvine
Station and the existing San Diego Creek off-street bikeway. This new corridor is
identified in the City of Irvine Bicycle Transportation Plan as a high priority. The total
estimated project cost is $175,000 with a focal match requirement of $35,000.

2. IBC Rails to Trails Planning Study: This project is a planning study and
environmental clearance for conversion of railroads within the frvine Business
Complex {IBC) to Class |, off-street trails. This program has been identified as a key
principle in the Draft IBC Mixed-Use Community Vision Plan. The total estimated
project cost is $225,000 with a local match requirement of $45,000.

The proposed projects are selected for submitial under the CBTP program because
they support both local and regional bikeway networks and are consistent with the City's

Bicycle Transportation Plan. Staff will engage the development community and property

owners in project development team meetings to ensure pertinent issues are

addressed. The adoption of the Resolution will allow for the projects to compete under

the Fiscal Year 2008-09 Transportation Planning Grants call for projects.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW:

The proposed projects are anticipated to be Categorical Exemptions under the
California Environmental Quality Act. Environmental clearance will be completed once
funding is approved for the projects.

ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED:

The City Council could elect not to approve the recommended action. Staff does not
recommend this because this would preclude the City from competing for this outside
source of funding, ‘

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

if any CBTP grants are awarded to the City, the City will be required fo provide a 20
percent iocal match for each award received. Potential funding sources include iBC
Transportation Management Program (TMP) funds and Bike Plan Implementation
Capital improvement Program funds. All necessary raquests for local matching funds
will be presented to the City Council during the Fiscal Year 2008-09 budget preparation
process.
