In addition, the SCS work plan key element is to
assemble a data set that is reflective of the cities/sub-regions land use, transportation
system, and socio-economic parameters.

Kris Murray, Executive Director, reported that there will be outreach meetings and
communication programs with all the cities and member agencies and stakeholder
community on how the SCS will be developed.

7. Executive Director’s Report

Kristine Murray, Executive Director, reported that the California Air Resources
Board (CARB) is meeting today to discuss the final targets for 2020 and 2035 for
the Senate Bill 375 implementation. The OCCOG Board will receive a full report
regarding today’s outcome at next month’s meetings.

Concerns were raised by the Board regarding CARB targets of 8 percent at 2020
and 13 percent at 2035 and a lack of an appeals process for Assembly Bill 32.

Ms. Murray commented that a joint letter from OCTA and OCCOG was sent to
CARB regarding the concerns of meeting targets that were higher than what
Southern California Association of Governments (SCAG) originally proposed.

Caltrans Headquarters is reviewing the audit report, and OCCOG could be in good
standing in order to receive funding within the next few weeks. The OCCOG may
also need to go through SCAG to obtain approval for the operational plan.

8. Report from the OCCOG Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) Chair

Marika Modugno, TAC Chair, reported that the following items were discussed at
the September meeting:

e The Orange County Projections final documentation has been sent out for
review to the cities, and they have until October 15 to respond;

e LSA provided a presentation on the Sustainable Communities Strategy work
plan and website;

e Recap of the September Southern California Association of Governments’
meeting; and

e The TAC is monitoring the Regional Housing Needs Assessment and
schedule.

9. Update on Sustainable Asphalt Pavement Projects in Orange County

Kevin Donnelly, Western Emulsions, provided a presentation on the asphalt
restoration pilot projects conducted in the County on Gershon Place in Santa Ana
and Augusta Drive in Anaheim. Mr. Donnelly also reported that the five-year service
life extension is no longer required for projects to receive federal funding.

Public comments were received from Cesar Covarrubias of the
Kennedy Commission regarding additional opportunities for public outreach to
non-traditional groups and asked that outreach meetings be held at times when
community members can participate in the process.

Orange County Transit System Study Overview

As a result of significant bus service reductions of approximately 400,000
annual revenue vehicle hours between December 2008 and March 2010, the
Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) Board of Directors directed
staff to advance a Transit System Study earlier this year. As has been
discussed before, bus transit is a tool that will help the region meet state air
quality targets, yet cuts in transit funding will work against this fact in
counties across the state. This study has recently commenced and will
include outreach to Orange County cities.

The Transit System Study is intended to improve fixed route and paratransit
bus services through cost-effective service efficiencies and sustainable
service delivery methods consistent with OCTA budget and funding
forecasts in the short (1-3 years), intermediate (3-7 years), and long term
(7-10 years) periods.

Through public outreach efforts with stakeholders, the study will produce
transit focused implementation strategies to maximize the efficiency and
effectiveness of serving customers within the system. The study will provide
financially sustainable service delivery strategies to efficiently integrate
resources with ridership demand while accommodating the addition of new
transit initiatives and services. These new transit services include the
Metrolink Service Expansion Program and related Renewed Measure M
(M2) Go Local Project S commuter rail station connections, Project V
community shuttles, bus rapid transit, and express bus services.
