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This joint partnership between Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) and California 
Department of Transportation (Caltrans) links high occupancy vehicle (HOV) lanes on the San 
Diego Freeway (I-405) with those on the Garden Grove Freeway (SR-22) and San Gabriel 
River Freeway (I-605) to create a seamless carpool connection among the three freeways. 
The 6-mile project traverses the cities of Garden Grove, Westminster, and Seal Beach, Los 
Alamitos, Long Beach and the community of Rossmoor.

This project was funded by OC Go (also known as Measure M), a 30-year half-cent sales tax 
for transportation improvements in Orange County through 2041. After experiencing the 
success and progress of M1, nearly 70% of Orange County voters renewed the half-cent 
sales tax for transportation improvements to launch OC Go in 2011. In addition to OC Go 
funding, this project received funding from federal, state and local sources.
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
