All information regarding site locations, Native American human remains, and associated funerary
objects should be in a separate confidential addendum, and not be made available for pubic disclosure
in accordance with Government Code Section 6254.10.

3. The results of any Sacred Lands File (SFL) check conducted through Native American Heritage
Commission. A search of the SFL was completed for the project with negative results.

4.  Any ethnographic studies conducted for any area including all or part of the potential APE; and

5. Any geotechnical reports regarding all or part of the potential APE.
Lead agencies should be aware that records maintained by the NAHC and CHRIS is not exhaustive, and a
negative response to these searches does not preclude the existence of a cultural place. A tribe may be the only

Please consider this letter as formal notification of a proposed project as required
under the California Environmental Quality Act, specifically Public Resources
Code (PRC) Section 21080.3.1 and Chapter 532 Statutes of 2014 (i.e., Assembly
Bill 52). Please respond in writing within 30 days, pursuant to PRC Section
21080.3.1(d), if you would like to consult on this project. Please provide a
designated lead contact person if you have not provided that information to us
already.

The Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) is proposing to construct a
new operations center for its transit and emergency security functions. The
project site is approximately 3 acres in size and is located at the intersection of
Lincoln Avenue and Manchester Avenue next to Interstate 5 in Anaheim, Orange
County, California. The proposed Transit Security and Operations Center is
planned to be: a two-story facility building; an approximately 50-feet tall
microwave tower; and dedicated parking for employees, patrol vehicles, and
visitors.

The majority of ground disturbance will occur within the project boundary as
shown on the attached map; however, there will be minor sidewalk/curb and
gutter improvements within the public right-of-way along Lincoln Avenue. The
types of ground disturbing activities for the project include the following: removal
of existing buildings and a block wall, excavation, backfill, and grading throughout
the entire site to a maximum of approximately 2 feet, with the depth of grading
reaching approximately 7.5 feet below surface within the footprint of the building.
