Construction Highlights:
¢ 5th Street Crossing construction at 5th Street and the Pacific Electric Right-of-Way. Work requires a daily closure of
5th Street from Nantucket Place to Hawley Street from 7 a.m. to 4 p.m. each day. Detours are available. Learn more
here.

o Full, 24-hour closures of 5th Street anticipated in early December.

e Track installation in Segment 2. Work requires eastbound and westbound traffic to be shifted to the south side Santa
Ana Boulevard between Bristol Street and Parton Street. Learn more here.

e The Shelton Street and Santa Ana Boulevard intersection is closed, detours are available.
e Santa Ana Boulevard from Flower Street to Ross Street is closed, detours are available.

e Track installation in Segment 3. Work requires lane closures on Santa Ana Boulevard from Parton Street to
Mortimer Street. A single lane is open for traffic. Learn more here.

e Santa Ana Boulevard from Broadway to Ross Street is closed, detours are available.
e Track installation in Segment 5. Work requires an eastbound lane closure and parking closure on Santa Ana
Boulevard from Mortimer Street to Santiago Street.
Construction will be paused on November 25 and November 26 in observance of the Thanksgiving holidays.

Access will be maintained for all residents and businesses. Construction activities are dependent on weather and resource
availability.
